The entry cards should encourage 
children to take a personal role in preventing 
wildfi res or conserving natural resources.

Its message is carried in both picture and slogan. Its 
message is easily understood.

Birthday cards are to be completed by individual 
student artists. Competition may include students from 
Pre-K through those who have completed 5th grade. 
Cards will be judged 20 percent each for originality, 
design, slogan, artwork and overall effectiveness of 
the message. Size of the birthday card entry should 
be no larger than 8½" x 11" folded in half.
